■ in – we use in with months of the year, parts of the day, and seasons
■ on – we use on with days of the week and calendar dates
■ at – we use at with times on the clock

in the morning on January tenth at half past three

in the spring on the first day of the 
month at noon

■ We also use in to say that some time will pass.
■ We can use in with any amount of time in this way:  seconds, minutes, hours, days, 

weeks, months, years, decades, etc.

Other prepositions of time

preposition example

before Breakfast is before lunch.

during I watched TV during lunch.

between Lunch is between breakfast and dinner.

after Dinner is after lunch.

from ... until I eat breakfast from seven o’clock until half 
past seven.

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■ We can use last and next to say that it was earlier or later.
■ We can use last and next with weeks, months, seasons and years, but not with 

days.
■ We have special words to order days.

yesterday today tomorrow

last week this week next week

last month this month next month

last spring this spring next spring

last year this year next year
