Negatives and questions

B To make negatives and questions in the past simple we use did or didn’t.

B We then use the infinitive of the main verb.
B E.g didn't + eat or Did you eat..?

Positive Negative Question
| ate dinner. | didn't eat dinner. Did you eat dinner?
I saw Ellen. | didn't see Ellen. Did you see Ellen?
| drew a picture. | didn't draw a picture. Did you draw a picture?
I woke up late. | didn't wake up late. Did you wake up late?
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Negatives and questions with be

B Questions and negatives with be are different.
B We simply make was/were negative, by adding not, e.g. | was not...
B For a question, we swap the verb and the subject, e.g. Was I...?
