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Using the present continuous for future plans

In English, we often use the present continuous tense to talk about the future.
This is a very common way to talk about plans for the near future using the present
continuous tense, that you already know.

The present continuous is combined with a future time phrase to give it a meaning in

the future. Here are some common examples.

Present continuous Future time phrase
What are you doing... this weekend?
Where are they going... on holidays next summer?
What are we eating... for dinner tonight?
How is he travelling... to Poland tomorrow?
What time are you going... to get the bus in the morning?
